
Protect and Grow AmeriCorps
Voices for National Service empowers 
citizens to solve pressing community 
problems with unique local solutions by 
elevating AmeriCorps. 

Founded in 2003, Voices for National Service has built strong bipartisan 
support for national service programs, which generate $17 in benefits 
to the United States for every tax dollar invested. AmeriCorps annually 
enables 200,000 Americans to serve their country and community 
in public-private partnerships with local nonprofit, faith-based, and 
community organizations.

Drawing on the experience of its members, this field-led coalition 
has helped make national service more accessible to individuals and 
community-based organizations and increased the federal investment in 
AmeriCorps. Voices for National Service conducts a year-round calendar 
of activities, including outreach to public officials, events, research, and 
coordinated initiatives aimed at protecting and growing federal funding 
and public support for AmeriCorps. The coalition’s work is supported by a 
Business Council, Champions Circle, and its membership organizations.

During my time as the CEO of the federal agency 
that leads these programs, I personally witnessed leading 
members of Congress, governors, and mayors transition 
from having little knowledge of national service to 
becoming champion supporters.
